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DECISION AWARDING ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND COSTS *

On August 9, 2011, petitioners filed an unopposed motion for award of final
attorneys’ fees and reimbursement of costs in this case. Petitioners are entitled to reasonable
attorneys’ fees and costs pursuant to 88 15(b) and (e)(1). Respondent has reviewed the motion
and does not object. Petitioners seek a total amount of $14,656.76 for attorneys’ fees and
costs; $14,280.50 jointly payable to petitioners and petitioners’ counsel, Sol P. Ajalat for
attorney’s fees and $376.26 payable to petitioners for their out-of-pocket costs/expenses.

Petitioners are
awarded reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs pursuant to 88 15(b) and (e)(1), as | find
that the petition was brought in good faith and upon a reasonable basis, and the
amounts requested are reasonable and appropriate.

Pursuant to §15(e), | award a total amount of $14,656.76.?> This award shall
be in the form of one check for $14,280.50, payable jointly to the petitioners and
petitioners’ counsel, Sol P. Ajalat and another check for $376.26, payable solely
to the petitioners.

In the absence of a timely-filed motion for review filed pursuant to Appendix B of
the Rules of the U.S. Court of Federal Claims, the clerk of the court shall enter judgment
in accordance herewith.?
