DECISION*

During a status conference held on September 7, 2007, petitioner’s counsel represented
that the medical records alone do not support the case and petitioner will not be providing an
expert witness.  42 U.S.C. § 300aa-13(a) provides that the special master “may not make a
finding based on the claims of a petitioner alone, unsubstantiated by medical records or by
medical opinion.”  A review of this record shows, and the undersigned so finds, that the medical
records do not substantiate petitioner’s claim and petitioner did not provide a supportive expert
opinion.  

Accordingly, petitioner has failed to establish a prima facie case.  Thus, the court must
dismiss this case for want of proof.  The Clerk shall enter judgment accordingly.
