DECISION1

  
 

 On July 12, 2010, the parties to the above-captioned case filed a Stipulation 
memorializing their agreement as to the appropriate amount of compensation in this case.  
Petitioners allege their son suffered idiopathic thrombocytopenia purpura (“ITP”), with the first 
symptom or manifestation of onset within the time period set forth in the Vaccine Injury Table, 
as a consequence of the Measles-Mumps-Rubella vaccination (“MMR”) he received on April 20, 
2006.  Petitioners further allege that their son experienced residual effects of this injury for more 
than six months.  Respondent concedes petitioners’ son suffered the onset of ITP within the time 
period set forth in the Vaccine Injury Table, but denies he experienced the residual effects of this 
injury for more than six months.  Nonetheless, the parties agreed informally to resolve this 
matter.  
 
 The court hereby ADOPTS the parties’ said Stipulation, attached hereto, and awards 
compensation in the amount and on the terms set forth therein.  Specifically, petitioners are 
awarded a lump sum of $16,500.00 in the form of a check payable to petitioners as 
guardians/conservators of their son’s estate.  See Stipulation, para. 8, filed July 12, 2010.

As provided by 
Vaccine Rule 18(b), each party has 14 days within which to request redaction “of any information furnished by that 
party (1) that is a trade secret or commercial or financial in substance and is privileged or confidential; or (2) that 
includes medical files or similar files, the disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of 
privacy.”  Vaccine Rule 18(b).  Otherwise, the entire decision will be available to the public.  Id. 



 
 The Clerk of the Court is directed to enter judgment accordingly.2
