Petitioner Shauna Ammendola filed an application for attorneys’ fees and costs on
February 25, 2011. The Court awards the amount to which respondent does not object.

Ms. Ammendola claimed that the Menactra MCV4 Meningococcal vaccine caused an
adverse reaction and received compensation based upon the parties’ stipulation. Decision, filed
November 16, 2010. Because Ms. Ammendola received compensation, she is entitled to an
award of attorneys’ fees and costs. 42 U.S.C. § 300aa-15(e).

Ms. Ammendola seeks a total of $25,690.91 in attorneys’ fees and costs for petitioner’s
counsel. Additionally, Ms. Ammendola filed a statement of costs in compliance with General
