Vaccine Act Attorneys’ Fees

DECISION (ATTORNEYS' FEES)

HASTINGS, Special Master.

On November 17, 2006, the petitioner submitted an application seeking an award for fees and
costs incurred in this case filed under the National Vaccine Injury Compensation Program.  The motion
seeks a total of $ 9,105.86.  Respondent did not file an objection.
